Dubbed THE LODGE COLLECTION, this exclusive assortment is the first release in their ongoing 

collaboration and will focus on keystone pieces for the home that spotlight natural wood materials 

and embrace the rugged beauty of the American West. The collection pieces are each named in 

Humphrey’s trademark playful style and include a “Don’t Feed The Bears” lounge chair, a “Sawing 

Logs” bed frame, and a “Root Beer Barrel” chair.     

A natural pairing for a design collaboration, Old Hickory has long been known as “the furniture of 

the National Parks,” having partnered with landmark lodges for over 117 years to create their 

signature pieces. Meanwhile, Max Humphrey’s latest book LODGE: An Indoorsy Tour of America’s 

National Parks is his love letter to a slice of uniquely American style. "I’ve been obsessed with Old 

Hickory Furniture since I did a deep dive into the brand for my first book, Modern Americana, and 

have included their pieces in my interior design projects—and my own home—ever since,” said 

Humphrey.
