Natuzzi returns to the most important stage for home design and furniture in America – the High Point Market – opening the doors of its grandiose American Headquarter in 130 West Commerce Avenue, High Point. In the incredible building designed by Italian architect Mario Bellini*, the company present the innovations and the best sellers of the Natuzzi Editions line. The premium Italian brand will also show it unique Natuzzi Italia collection. 
NATUZZI ITALIA 
Natuzzi Italia is the collection which can best be described as harmony maker. The word harmony identifies a concept, is abstract, aspirational; maker however, is the reality, the craftsmanship, the know-how. The harmony that Natuzzi exports in the world is born from the inspirations of its homeland, Apulia: a crossroads of cultures and influences which, over the years, were merged creating a lifestyle and a way of understanding relaxation which the brand has been able to turn into a product and successfully export all over the world.
The home imagined by Natuzzi is an elegant and harmonious place, where furnishings blend discreetly with the architecture. The Natuzzi world revolves around the comfort of upholstered furniture – sofas and beds – and around the conviviality of the dining area. Comfort and conviviality are, in fact, central points of that Italian style which Natuzzi has represented in the furniture world for over half a century.
High Point Market is the occasion, for Natuzzi, to present to the American market its new sofas as well as furniture and accessories for the living, dining and bedroom areas  just shown in Milan during Design Week last April.
Jeremy, designed by Studio Memo, is a leading model in the new collection, featuring a sophisticated form, as seen in the geometric game beginning in the recess between the base of the sofa and the armrest and continuing into the backrest as well as in the linear feet, that confer a certain sense of precision. One unmissable element is formed by the “kissed” seams, folded inward in a way that makes them invisible when seen from the outside. These seams serve to demonstrate the constant attention to detail and the workmanship in these materials. 
Herman, the second leading model in the collection, is another brainchild of Studio Memo. It blends harmony, design and craftsmanship, playing with forms and dimensions. The fin-shaped external metallic frame, an homage to Herman Melville, the author of Moby Dick, envelopes and embraces the headboard and the seat, giving the entire piece a dynamic feel. A functional and aesthetic detail, a stylish peculiarity which makes the project both unique and versatile. 
Herman is a furniture set consisting of different modules that come together to create linear, angular and peninsular compositions. It comes with a few coffee tables in various shapes and dimensions that can be combined to create unique compositions perfectly integrated with the design of the sofa.
Another newcomer to the Natuzzi Italia catalog is Ido, designed by Mauro Lipparini. Its clean, well-defined lines are punctuated by an intersection of a number of elements that complement the levity of its elegant metallic feet. It also features the unique “kissed” stitching, folded inward to make it invisible on the outside. The sofa comes with a number of accessory elements, horizontal

and vertical, cubic and basic. These elements combine, both esthetically and functionally, to enliven different narratives. The Ido coffee tables, available also as card tables, end tables, side tables and support surfaces, develop naturally from their light and slender metallic legs, resulting in a flowing structure that can be matched effortlessly with various styles of sofas and armchairs. It’s a perfect finishing touch to a living room, serving as an immediate support for top-notch esthetic solutions.
Agorà is a sofa designed by Studio Memo, which combine modern design with versatility and comfort. Characterized by horizontal lines and a comfort of excellence, – guaranteed by the generous sizing of the seats and the fine foam padding – it is a modular sofa, which provides freedom of composition and ability to create different solutions according to your individual needs. The profile is enhanced by the details along the edge, elegantly finished with grosgrain. 
La Scala sofa is a contemporary reinterpretation of the classic Chester model. A masterpiece of craftsmanship, it is characterized by the sinuous lines that wrap around the quilting detail and by its comfort, guaranteed by the fine padding inserted in the enveloping back and deep seat.
Natuzzi's new dining area products are represented by the Leggero collection, designed by Victor Vasilev. An elegant ensemble that makes lightness of form its strong point, Leggero is Vasilev’s homage to Giò Ponti, the undisputed master architect and industrial designer. This furniture family, composed by the Leggero dining table and the Lisa armchair, has discovered its raison d’etre by eliminating superfluous elements, allowing it to achieve a unique sense of dynamic levity. Leggero is a table that features precise, geometric design, with a slender structure concealing a solid and resilient soul in an expression of lightness and artisan know-how. Its simplicity and purity of form make it adaptable to any surrounding. Lisa features long wooden legs and a curvilinear backrest, framing a soft and comfortable chair with a unique esthetic sophistication.

Also by Vasilev the Vico lamp. This lamp is a luminescent sculpture in every sense, and packs a powerful visual punch. Its delicate, rounded spaces embody the purity of its lines and its presence in space. The essence of this model is rooted in the balance between its base and its head, which appears to be suspended above the structure. This model is available in various metallic finishes, which punctuate the design.
Proportions typical of the 1950s are resurrected by Studio Memo’s architects Manzoni and Tapinassi in the Svevo set, which includes the bed, chair, nightstands and bedroom storage. The collection is characterized by rounded and embracing shapes and for the structure of the feet in solid wood with precious metal details. The sofa has proportioned surfaces laying on slender structures as an endless flow down to the floor. Besides the sofa already in the collection, Studio Memo developed a series of furniture mixing shapes and materials. Glass is used on console, sideboard and chest of drawers to highlight the horizontal surfaces.
The Svevo bed is the first of the Natuzzi collection to become an integral part of a total living design. The characteristic wooden legs coupled to metal inserts elegantly support the structure, while the large bed frame and headboard are generously sized for guarantee of convenience and comfort. The Svevo chair set is an integral element of the system. The legs, which are characterized by a metal detail, give elegance and refinement, while the padded seats ensure comfort. 
Comfort, design and softness are the guiding principles for the new Ilia armchair recliner, designed by Mauro Lipparini. Thanks to its reassuring and embracing shape, this structure is visually pleasing, and the extra softness achieved by Natuzzi’s research center by combining two layers of high-density foam with an innovative material, typically used in the textile industry and now being applied in the furniture industry, provides the perfect finishing touch. The wooden base, available in different finishes, is a veritable shell, which connects with its electronic extendable footrests and supports its armrests. Edges are elegantly finished with a grosgrain trim. Ilia is one-of-a-kind model whose design enhances its ergonomics and the level of comfort typically found in recliner armchairs. 
NATUZZI EDITIONS
The focus of the collection is, as always, the sofa. Like a relaxation island in the house, the Natuzzi Editions sofa is characterized by comfortable and soft shapes, captivating lines and leather upholstery that are the flagship of the brand. 

The Natuzzi Editions sofas and armchairs combine the traditional know-how, the Group's undisputed heritage, with the latest technological innovations related to the movement of the seat and backrest, as well as innovations in upholstery made of polyurethane with high resilience combined with the use of softer fibres which allow to reach high standards in terms of comfort.
The power mechanisms used for sofas and armchairs transform the sofa into a chaise longue, offering the maximum in relaxation combined with aesthetics that always follow the latest trends; without abandoning those  smooth lines which make the house warm and welcoming.
One of the most representative sofa is Achille (C006). Male and square shapes are softened by the rounded corners and the softness of the pillows. The wooden base adds an elegant and iconic touch through its natural texture and the stitching in the backrest and armrest give the whole composition a innovative aesthetic twist. 
Rodolfo (B988) with its pinch tufted backrest combines both functionality and look, highlighting its Mid-Century. Its feet, available both in wood and metal, give respectively a more classic or a more contemporary vibe to the whole piece.
The Amleto (C005) sofa, unmistakable tribute to the evergreen Chesterfield, is a contemporary reinterpretation of a stylistic feature that has always been present in the most elegant lounges in the four corners of the globe. The tufted effect of back and armrests are made entirely by hand by Natuzzi craftsmen, which guarantee maximum aesthetic and functional results through their craftsmanship.  The wide seat cushions give visual comfort while the wooden base lightens the look raising the structure and making the composition contemporary, in order to adapt not only to the more classic tastes but also to the more contemporary environments.
Costanzo (B983) is stunning in its contemporary look. Its wide armrests and cushions combine perfectly in a design which is the perfect representation of the Natuzzi Editions philosophy as it also includes moving headrest to maximize the comfort. 
The endless research on movement is represented by Tullio (B995). The headrests are adjustable manually, whereas the seating and the backrest can be adjusted through a technologically advanced soft-touch mechanism. The slender armrest contrast harmonically with the softness of the cushions and the whole line of the sofa is underlined by a very refined piping in leather in a contrasting colour. 
Isacco (C008) combines the shapes of a sofa with functionality of the sofa bed. In its closed configuration Isacco is elegant and discrete thanks to its shapes enhanced by the textile or leather covers; at the same time it offers the best of comfort thanks to its upholstery. The same comfort is guaranteed in the sofa bed version as the mattress is in a high quality memory foam. 
The Natuzzi Editions collection is enriched by accessories such as wooden tables with different tops – glass, wood and marble – as well as rugs made to enrich the living area with a touch of warm harmony.
