While Somerset Bay focuses on traditional, Malibu Loft celebrates a hip midcentury modern aesthetic. Previously, the collection had been characterized by its pristine, super sleek painted and stained finishes. This Market, Malibu Loft embraces industrial and rustic chic, pairing contemporary designs with a variety of materials and finishes, including steel, vellum and reclaimed wood.

“This Market, we’re adding amazing texture to Malibu Loft,” Beaver said. “We have taken some very contemporary pieces and added rustic texture by sandblasting the painted surfaces. We’ve also used 90-year-old beams and pine reclaimed from old whiskey factories to construct some of our new designs. In other instances, we’ve paired steel with vellum for a one-of-a-kind look.

Somerset Bay and Malibu Loft both reflect a certain easygoing and sophisticated lifestyle with home at its heart. 
Both brands are known for their beautiful handcrafted and handpainted furniture in mood-lifting, fresh colors. The Somerset Bay look is updated traditional, while Malibu Loft’s aesthetic is more contemporary with cleaner lines and sleeker finishes.
Somerset Bay furniture is available in 20 coastal-inspired finishes, including Cotton Candy, Jelly Bean Green, Cherry Cobbler, Truffle, Blueberry Crisp, Butterscotch and the new Toffee. The furniture is finished to a beautiful patina through techniques such as distressing, dry brushing, and antiquing.

The Malibu Loft color palette is comprised of eight painted finishes: Fresh, a bright white; Java, the coffee brown; Ivory; Champagne; Cayenne, a spicy red; Ebony; Azure, a cool blue-green; and Dusk, a grayish tone. 

Each piece in the Somerset Bay and Malibu Loft casegoods collections is handcrafted from the finest plantation-grown mahogany and premium veneers and trim. A closer inspection will reveal drawers constructed of renewable, plantation-grown mahogany and made with traditional dovetail joints.
