For example, this Spring Modern History debuts a trio of tables that combine antique brass, glass and acrylic. The curves and fluted legs recall a glamorous bygone era, but there’s nothing old fashioned about this combination of materials.

Metallic and mirrored elements are prominent throughout the Modern History showroom.

Brass banding and hardware highlights many pieces. 

A new fruitwood console with serpentine curves, reeded drawer fronts and hand carved fluted and reeded legs has sleek brass button knobs. A gorgeous vintage-inspired three-drawer serpentine chest with a burl finish gets the same treatment.

A French mid century end table and coordinating console table have brass-capped legs, while several other pieces pair brass banding with gorgeous burled wood.
Brass makes an appearance alongside shiny chrome on a collection of midcentury tables with mirrored surfaces.
Gilt detailing adds shine and glamour to the surface of a Swedish gray painted dining room table and a variety of decorative accessories, including sconces and a selection of starburst-style mirrors.

Classic, timeless style, exceptional design and quality craftsmanship are the hallmarks of furniture from Modern History.
