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Taracea Expands on Scandinavian Influences in Furniture, Adds Art Objects, Rugs
Works from Guest Artists to Debut in High Point Showroom
30 years of Art and Craft for the High End Furnishings Resource
HIGH POINT – At the fall High Point Market, high-end resource Taracea celebrates its 30th year in operation by expanding on Scandinavian and traditional influences for its unique furniture collection, as well as adding to its selection of art and decorative objects from guest artists, along with hand knotted rugs, a new category. 
All items will be on display during the October market dates, Oct. 19 – 23, 2013, in the company’s Historic Radio Building showroom at the corner of Main Street and Commerce in downtown High Point.
In furniture, Taracea adds to the contemporary Serrucho collection, based on the success of last market’s Garces collection, reflecting continued interest from buyers in both mid-century and Scandinavian influences. Traditional styling remains an important category as well.
New case goods incorporate exotic wood veneers and the singular craftsmanship that Taracea is known for. Playing off trends in textiles, an overscaled houndstooth pattern is the dominant feature on the new Gallo items, including a dramatic two-door façade of the standing bar and four-door front to the buffet. The dense hardwood Santos Palisander helps to create the bar’s substantial but streamlined frame.  
The Itto TV console measures just over 62-inches wide and is another example of Taracea’s mastery in the cutting and application of veneer facing, which highlights, in this case, compatible Milpa and Ash species.
A new cocktail table named Enigma demonstrates Taracea’s superior wood crafting technique, this time showcasing a playful puzzle pattern on the table’s top surface.

The Partida round dining table appears as a raw cross-section of the tree’s trunk, and measures 53-inches in diameter, sitting atop an elegant, four-legged pedestal base.
Other wood grain-forward styling is featured on the Radial cocktail table and the Le Corbusier sofa, loveseat and lounge chair. The upholstered items pay unabashed homage to one of the last century’s most beloved design masters, while featuring a fresh mix of materials such as Olive or Mayan Ebony wrapped over metal frames.
Honoring the stunning Mexican actress Maria Felix, who rose to fame in the 1950’s and was widely considered “the most beautiful face in Mexican cinema” in her time, the Felix collection introduces more sleek mid-century styling using Mayan Ebony, offering up a dining table, cocktail table, lamp table, desk and console.
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Azuelo arranges cerused oak to resemble a traditional Mexican tile pattern, juxtaposed with burnished metal frames to create a cocktail table, lamp table and correlating console table.

Traditionalists will appreciate the Borbón Collection, inspired by Gothic Revival Architecture and the coat of arms specific to the House of Borbón, an impressive European dynasty. Both the end table and console feature pedestal bases carved to represent the crest’s double headed eagle design.

Art and paintings from company founder and artist Javier Suárez, as well as the works of María Teresa Suárez and Natural Curiosities return to the showroom, this time joined by the glass artist Orfeo Quagliata. The talented son of the world renowned glass artist Narcissus Quagliata, who relishes the role of alchemy in his medium, will exhibit his richly colored glass furniture, sculptures and wall art.
Taracea debuts rugs from the Partow Gallery, based in Mexico City and Los Angeles, where third-generation entrepreneur Nima Partow is immersed in the design and craft of rug making from the countries surrounding Persia, India, Nepal and Turkey.
