The Trobe Stool highlights this trend with its Kuba Cloth-inspired fabric, giving it a global feel. It sits atop a wrought iron base with a hand-hammered texture. Another statement item in the Collector lifestyle includes the Lane Credenza. Paying homage to mid-century modern style, its four doors feature geometric texture that adds depth and dimension.
