March 01, 2020 Grand Rapids, Michigan—Dubbed the interior designer for the young and wealthy by the New York Times, Sasha Bikoff has partnered with Kindel Grand Rapids to create the Loop de Loop nightstand. With classic 1950s Italian design and Hollywood influence, this piece offers a fresh young take on traditional concepts. 

Bikoff’s style is heavily influenced by the multicultural flavors of her hometown, New York City, and refined by her vast worldly exploits and experiences abroad. She mixes 18th century French Rococo with 1960s Space Age Modern, 1970s French Modernism, and 1980s Italian Memphis Milano. She masterfully weaves together the best-of-the-best interior design aesthetics of New York, the Hamptons, Miami, Palm Beach, and Palm Springs for a style that’s all her own—and she put every drop of that creative instinct into her collaboration with Kindel. 

The whimsical nightstand features a color palette reminiscent of Venetian Carnivale paired with the 1980s Memphis Milano movement. The tapered legs with ball feet are a playful element that corresponds with the swirly round knobs—an ode to gold earrings from the 80s. The namesake detail of the nightstand is the “loop de loop” motif surrounding the drawers. This motif—often seen in metal garden furniture and architectural details—pays homage to Dorothy Draper, one of Bikoff’s most significant design influences.
