About Smithsonian Institution: 
The Smithsonian Libraries and Archives enjoys a dynamic and multifaceted role within the Smithsonian Institution. The Libraries and Archives is a service provider, meeting the needs of the Institution’s scholars, curators and researchers around the world. It is a public educator in its own right with an active exhibition program and progressive digital library initiative, bringing important, rare and valuable works from the collections to the widest audience possible online. The Libraries and Archives is a steward of the Smithsonian’s institutional memory, capturing, preserving and making available its history.

From the Smithsonian’s inception in 1846 to the present, its books, manuscripts and records of its people, programs, research and stories have been gathered, organized, preserved, exhibited and disseminated by the Institution’s librarians and archivists. The importance of establishing both a library and an archive was explicitly mentioned in the earliest organizing documents of the Smithsonian. In 2020, the Smithsonian Libraries joined forces with the Smithsonian Institution Archives to become the Smithsonian Libraries and Archives, evolving into a unified organization to better serve users at the Smithsonian and around the world.

Total library volumes exceed 2.8 million, more than 100,000 of which are rare books, complemented by 10,000 manuscripts. The Libraries and Archives houses the nation’s largest collection of commercial catalogs—490,000, representing more than 32,000 companies dating from the 1810s. The Libraries and Archives also provides access to over 300,000 electronic resources, such as journals and subscription databases, for researchers.

The Libraries and Archives holds approximately 44,000 cubic feet of archival records and nearly 3 million photographic images. The collections include official records of the Smithsonian, personal papers of individuals associated with the Smithsonian, oral and video histories, and other special materials that document the staff, research, events, exhibitions and facilities of the Smithsonian. The collections provide primary research resources for anyone interested in Smithsonian history and the history of American museums, science, technology, art and cultural development.

The Smithsonian Libraries and Archives is headquarters to the Biodiversity Heritage Library, an international consortium of over 80 natural history, botanical garden and national libraries. It also hosts the Library’s Secretariat and technical infrastructure. To date, the Smithsonian Libraries and Archives has contributed over 10 million pages to the Biodiversity Heritage Library.
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
